In the school year 2019-2020, the school suspension because of the
coronavirus outbreak made 1t impossible for the school to implement all the
curriculum mitiatives. It was decided to rerun the programmes in the school
year 2020-2021.

However, school suspended again in the school year 2020-2021 which made
it impossible for the school to produce all the P.5 Drama Programme
deliverables - only the first term set was developed. In the second term of
2020-2021, after the resumption of school, the ten-lesson drama programme
for P.6 was replaced by an eight-lesson drama due to the msufficient lesson
time. For P.1 speaking programme, as there was no eligible instructor
provided after the school resumption, the teachers developed and conducted

the speaking lessons on their own.
